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Announcement:

Wayne Vetro has been appointed as Sportsmanship Chair. Look for some future voting communications from him soon.

Here are a few observations, issues or questions that have arisen this volleyball season:

1: Team Representatives meeting before the match; the visiting team will call the coin flip for serve or receive.

The visiting team will then have the court for the FIRST 6 minutes following 10 minute shared court time.

Use your whistle at 15 seconds beginning of shared court time and a 15 second warning whistle before the start and end of the each time use of the entire court. Use the scoreboard horn to end each time period. 

2: Team Representatives meeting: The Sportsmanship card is to be read by the R1

before the team representatives are dismissed from the pre-match meeting.

3: The Shared Warm-up Time: (22 minutes) begins after you dismiss the representatives, not before or during this meeting. 

The same is true for the 3 minutes between sets 4 & 5. The clock should not start until after the representatives' meeting. 

4: Libero: (NCAA Rule 12 and NYS Rules & Procedures Modifications Manual). Libero shirt numbers and player number do not have to be same.

Example; #30 is Libero in first set and player is not the libero in the 2nd set but is wearing #11. This is legal per the NYS Rules & Procedures Modification Manual.

Officials who are not familiar with the replacement of a player by libero, please refer to 

NCAA rule 12 and NYS Rules & Procedures Modification Manual. 

Don't make up something about when the replacement can enter or how the libero can replace a player to serve. Replacement players, Libero and substitutes are handled totally differently.  

3: Late fee in Section 1; when JV & varsity matches switch and the coach requests 30 minutes warm-up between matches 

The late fee is $15 per the Section 1 contract. 

Example; Pawling coach has switched Varsity & JV matches this season. The coach has requested a 30 minute warm-up between JV and varsity match. A late $15 fee should be paid to both officials. 

Email Chris Ray, Section 1 assigner, with game#, date and partner's name when requesting the $15 fee. 

A late fee will also be paid if the match starts 30 minutes late because of any reason, ie; team arriving late. 

This also constitutes a late fee. 

4: Standing behind the team chairs/bench: 
New York State Modification memo you received last week. 

Participants: are teams members such as; players, substitutes (standing in warm-up area), or sitting on the bench, Varsity/JV

players sitting on the bench before their match, statisticians, trainers, and coaches.  

Team members can stand in the warm-up area at the end of their bench or sit on the team bench.

Non-participants are; parents, fans, friends, Varsity or JV teams waiting to play their match and are standing 

behind the team's chairs or benches. These Non- Participants are to be 6'6" behind the chairs or bench. R2 needs to be alert to this new modification and if necessary communicate the modification to the head coach(s). 

If bleachers are used for team benches, parents, student body, fans etc start to cause any type of problem that you believe is a distraction, have event management handle the situation (problem). If this issue(s) continues then penalize (red card) the home team. 

6: IF YOU’RE NOT SURE ABOUT A RULE OR INTERPRETATION; 
Don't guess or make up your own interpretation. 

Check the rule book first, know the NYS modification.

Send me an email with situation and your ruling after your match.

If necessary, I will check with NYS Interpreter if I can't answer your question, and give you the correct interpretation.

Let me know of any other situations you have encountered

The season is ending over the next 2 weeks and teams will be playing for championships, and sectionals seeding.
